Workload Indicators 
Staff began processing materials with RFID tags. The library put out a call for volunteers to help 
with the project and so far, around 4 people have responded.

During August, staff planned programs for the coming year along with finishing up collection 
development selections for the fiscal year. The grand opening team put together a month’s worth 
of activities to make the reopening of the new library special, including author events and an all-
day Grand Opening. We prepared for the move back to the library by starting our marketing 
campaign, ordering supplies, and staging the move.
